This community was featured on the
cover of Christianity Today magazine as a pioneer of the New Monasticism
movement.

Theological Seminary. He is now a part of The Alternative Seminary. Clai-
borne has interned at Willow Creek Community Church and spent time with
Mother Teresa in Calcutta, India. Shane has been a part of peace delega-




tions to Iraq and has helped stir a
movement called Friends Without
Borders (www.friendswithouthorders.org)

In addition to his ministry, he
is the author of a number of books
about radical Christianity.
